MINUTES
Welcome

1. Apologies from M Kennedy and SNT Fakenham were accepted.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest by Councillors in any of the agenda items listed below.
3. Minutes of the previous Meeting (22 June) to be approved and signed as a true record.
4. Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
5. Police report: since the previous meeting the police had recorded three crimes for the village: 2 x burglary, and 1 x damage to a vehicle. There had also been numerous calls regarding a particular family.
6. The meeting was temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they may have and for District and County Councillors to report.
A member of the public noted he had not been able to get an improved broadband service on The Street although the fibre optic cabinet was live. S Harvey explained that because of the configuration of the lines a second cabinet was required on The Street to serve that half of the village. D Ramsbotham pointed out that it was also necessary to have a fibre optic contract with your provider.
· It was agreed that the Clerk should put in a request for a second cabinet to Karen O’Kane (cc D Ramsbotham)
NCCllr D Ramsbotham: reported that the County Council was

· working on the Budget for 2016-17. They have to find £111 million in savings over the next three years which means a 16% cut of the spendable budget. 

· looking for local volunteer champions for the Love Food Hate Waste Campaign

· work to start on the NDR (Northern Distributor Route) in Oct (due to end Dec 2017).
· Dudgeon Windfarm Community Fund open for applications
NNDCllr A Green reported that 

· new councillors had been having training at the District Council. 

· A Planning Workshop for Parish Councillors was available in Wells on 25 November.
· The new Big Society Fund (funded from rates on second homes) was starting in Nov.

· There was no news on the development on the corner of Kettlestone Road.
The Chairman re-opened the meeting.
7. Highways
i. Items to report:

a. Sunken iron works on A148. (NCCllr D Ramsbotham said he would follow this up).

b. Advertising van parked on verge opposite the top of The Street on the A148. The Clerk reported that Highways had no powers to ask for it to be moved. It was agreed that the Clerk should write to the owners to ask them to move it (cc. NCCllr).

i. External auditor report (Mazars):  
a. ‘Except for the matters reported below, on the basis of our review of the annual return, in our opinion the information in the annual return is in accordance with proper practices and no matters have come to our attention giving cause for concern that relevant legislation and regulatory requirements have not been met’.
b. Other matters not affecting our opinion which we draw to the attention of the council: ‘ We were required to return the Annual Return to enable the Council to correct an error in Section 1. Box 2 (annual precept) which incorrectly include Council Tax Support Grant (CTSG). The CTSG is now correctly included in Box 3 (other receipts). In future the Council should ensure that the Annual Return is accurate and complete.’ 
ii. The relevant notices have been placed on the notice board.
12. Presentation of the village and Reports
i. Health and Safety: S Harvey: d
a. dog mess by bench near caravan park (ask Scooper Dooper if anything can be done to prevent this)
b. parking on Kettlestone Road near the junction and towards Pantile Cottages was potentially dangerous. The Clerk was asked to contact the school to request that cars are moved as soon as possible to a safer location on Thursford Road.
c. It was noted that the paper bank had been moved to a more accessible location.
d. It was agreed to purchase a notice for car park stating use at own risk, keep access to field for emergency vehicles etc.
e. Playground: to get quotes for repairs e.g. to matting and replacement seat etc.
13. To note that the Defibrillator and cabinet have been installed on the railings at the Primary School. The East of England Ambulance Service has logged it on there systems so that the code to open it will be given to callers in need when they dial 999. The Clerk was asked to approach the Head Teacher to see if the 15 minute training could be combined with an event at the school.
14. Community Room
i. To consider installing a hot water heater for the toilet: quotes required. It was agreed to apply to Dudgeon Community Fund for the improvements to facilities.
ii. Replacing the remaining windows
a. Windows supplied by IC Systems:
