MINUTES
Welcome

1. Apologies from S Harvey and PCSO J Robotham (SNT Fakenham) were accepted.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest by Councillors in any of the agenda items listed below.
i. All declared an interest in the planning application for the Community Room as it is owned by the Parish Council.
3. Minutes of the previous Meeting (12 September) were approved (following the addition of Thursford Road to the address referring to the Brambles) and signed as a true record.
4. Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
5. Police report: 1 x common assault reported as a crime; 20 calls into the police, of note: 4 x Personal anti social behavior, 1 x Road related, 1 x Collapsed person, 1 x Concern for safety. We have had several calls in relation to an address in Little Snoring but we are working with agencies in relation to this to try and resolve any further calls into the police. The SAM machine has been coded and I have seen it in action.
6. The meeting was temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they may have and for District and County Councillors to report.
NCCllr D Ramsbotham:

· The Kings Lynn Incinerator Enquiry has been pulled – no further investigation

· Parish Partnership Scheme deadline: 16 Dec 2016

· Fire Brigade is acting as First Responders (based at Sheringham and Kings Lynn)

· Devolution: ongoing (although four district councils including NN have turned it down)
· Highways issues can be reported online

· Two offshore wind turbines including cable route etc (Hornsea and Vattenfall) are in early stages of consultation.

· Note that he had been asked to support a site for development in the new Local Plan (the applicant had indicated that this land had been supported by the Parish Council in the previous call for sites for the Local Development Framework. The Parish Council clarified which sites it had supported for the LDF.

8. SAM2
i. To note that SAM2 has been security marked by the police and the insurers have been informed.
9. Planning 
i. To consider applications received: 
a. Community Room, The Playing Field ref: PF/16/1402: continued siting of portable building to provide facilities for a Community Room and storage container. Plans circulated for information.
ii. To note decisions made by NNDC:
a. Sunset Cottage, The Street ref: PF/16/1047: erection of front porch. APPROVED
b. Old Rectory, Great Snoring Road ref: PF16/1173: demolition of steel framed barn and outbuildings, erection of barn for storage and recreation accommodation, loggia and garage/storage building and change of use of agricultural land to garden. APPROVED
c. 14 Manor Close, ref: PF/16/0581 AMENDED: erection of roof extensions to create accommodation to first floor, single storey extension to rear and replacement garage. Plans circulated.  REFUSED.
iii. Other planning matters:
a. Response from NNDC regarding the proposed / approved development at The Brambles, Thursford Road PF/11/0732 (08/0951): This planning permission is for an “extension of period for commencement of permission”. The decision notice is dated 20th July 2011, and condition 1 states that they have 5 years to commence work. The digging that has been carried out would constitute as work commencing. From a planning enforcement position this is not something we can enforce as they have not breached any planning conditions. Unfortunately there is no breach at this time and as a result no action can be taken
10. Donations: To resolve that the Council in accordance with its powers under sections 137 and 139 of the Local Government Act 1972, should incur the following expenditure which, in the opinion of the Council, is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure.

i. To consider making a donation to the Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal (£100 last year).

a. It was agreed to make a donation of £50 to the Poppy Appeal.

ii. To consider making donations /grants to organisations which are of benefit to residents. (Last year donations of £25 each were made to Tapping House and East Anglian Air Ambulance.) Request received from: British Red Cross. Other charities to consider: Heritage House, CAB.
a. It was agreed to donate £25 each to Heritage House, East Anglian Air Ambulance, Tapping House Hospice and Citizens Advice Bureau.

12. To consider and set the Budget and Precept for 2017-18
i. Review the figures

a. It was noted that the proposed Budget included £1,200 if the Parish Council decided to take on the urban verge cutting (the amount that the County Council would reimburse the Parish Council was not available yet).
b. It was agreed that the recycling credits for the bottle bank should be paid to the Parish Council rather than the Playing Field Association as the Parish Council pays for the collection.

ii. Determine whether or not there are any other likely calls on planned expenditure. 
a. It was suggested that new furniture and units could be purchased for the Community Room. However it was hard to justify the expense

b. In the light of previous advice from the Internal Auditor, it was agreed to make an increase of £100 (1.2% increase) to avoid a steep increase at a later date.
iii. It was agreed to accept the Local Council Tax Support Scheme Grant from NNDC of £498.
iv. It was agreed that the Precept for 2017-18 should be £8,300
v. The Parish Precept form for the District Council was completed and signed.

i. Health and Safety:
a.  Fly-tipped plastic sheets near the Anglian Water site opposite the Church – notify NNDC
b.  End wall of barn at Hill House Farm looks as if it might collapse – notify NNDC
c. Problems at bus shelter have improved
d. Thanks to PH for moving the dog bin on Great Snoring Rd (needs some concrete to secure the post).
e. Thanks to I Riches and MK for planting bulbs at Holt Road.
f. It was agreed to purchase 10 ‘clean up after your dog’ and 3 ‘dog on lead’ signs for the village from www.loudandcleargraphics.co.uk/cart/ (approx £4 each).

a. Thanks to football club for painting the goal posts
b. Outstanding issues:
1. Replace rotting timber on climbing frame (Mr Dewson asked to supply a quote)
2. Repairs to matting needs to be sorted out under the gyro spiral
3. Rust treatment required on basket ball net stand 
4. Secure bin to the ground to prevent it tipping over
5. Benches to be cleaned (in the Spring)
6. NNDC notified of items which are their property (cracks in concrete,  rusting Springer, loose posts and rotting rails on fence)
7. Order another sign for entrance at The Croft

i. Grant of £2,500 received from Dudgeon Community Fund for improvements to facilities. Windows and doors have been measured with Sean Allen (who will install them) and the order placed with IC Systems.
