Summary from the Parish Council meeting in July 2016 





Following the opening formalities a written report from the PCSO was noted. Since May the police had received 15 calls: High way obstruction x 1, Criminal Damage x 1, Suspicious Circumstance x 1, Nuisance x 10, Theft x 1, Burglary x 1. The calls have increased but this is expected because we are now into the summer months.  





The District Councillor reported that North Norfolk District Council had voted unanimously against the Devolution Deal proposal. Apologies had been received from the County Councillor. 





The Chairman re-opened the meeting and Highways matters were considered. The ‘urban grass cutting’ had just been done. However it was not a very good job (tufts of long grass and weeds left), one area had been missed and three areas had already been cut by residents. The Clerk would notify the County Council. The Clerk would also ask what should be done with the grit bin that was full of water. A request would be made to have the overgrowth cut back on the verge between Pantile Cottages and the Primary School and around the speed limit and other signs. 





It was noted that the Speed Activated Message (SAM2) apparatus was on order from Westcotec and would be delivered in August.





Two planning applications were considered. There was no objection to the one in Bell Close, but the one in Manor Close was thought to be out of keeping with the location and have a detrimental impact on the neighbours. It would be taken to the Development Committee at the District Council. 





Under financial business it was noted, with appreciation, that a grant of £2,500 had been received from the Dudgeon Wind farm cabling fund to purchase new windows and door for the Community Room.





The Health and Safety report highlighted that there were three broken tiles on the bus shelter roof and the wooden ramp to the Community Room was suffering from rot. The work to raise the manhole cover at the car park had been completed by DV and HJ Dewson. 


Fewer people had taken part in the Scarecrow Festival. It was suggested that next year a scarecrow making evening could be arranged at the Primary School to get more people involved. 





A letter to all Parish Councillors regarding the Chairman’s Annual Report in the newsletter was discussed.

� Report to Annual Parish Meeting 2016


Little Snoring Pre-school has had another successful year in terms of the number of children attending and we have been able to continue to provide a valuable asset for the village. 


The number of children who are attending the group has continued to increase.  There are 28 children on role for the summer term and the sessions are full, although spaces are available for September. The majority of the families using the pre-school live in Little Snoring, Great Snoring and Hindringham but we also have families from Walsingham, Melton Constable and West Raynham.


We continue to build on the good relationships with the village primary school and local childminder by working together to provide support for local families.  Twelve of our children will be moving up into school in September and this year six will be going to Little Snoring Primary.  The other children will move onto Hindringham, Walsingham and Harpley Primary Schools.


Plans for the future include: Continue to improve the outdoor area to enhance all children’s learning opportunities.  We are looking for grants and funding to lay a surface under the canopy to join up with our existing tarmac area.  We would like to provide different areas e.g. large sand pit, water wall and music area.


UPDATE: The children were thrilled when Pete Moxon turned up in July with a lovely wooden playhouse which he had made. It complements the small world garden which Emma Margetson was making in the outside area. The children made thank you cards for Pete and his two friends inspired by the new house. As well as colourful drawings one child made a copy of the house out of play bricks! Thank you Pete and friends for this lovely gift.
