Little Snoring Primary School


This academic year, the Primary children have been involved in lots of different learning opportunities.  Little Snoring Charity kindly funded a trip to the theatre where children watched a Pantomime during the Christmas period.  Red Class (the youngest class) has been on a trip to the Cley Marshes where the children learnt about wildlife and did some wildlife inspired art work.  Yellow Class (the middle class) visited Oxburgh Hall, learning about the Tudor period. Whilst there, they handled some real artefacts from The Mary Rose. Yellow Class also visited How Hill on a two-day residential. Blue Class (the oldest class) visited Bretts Wood and took part in den building. Blue Class will be going to Ford Castle in Northumbria, the week after their SATS, for a week long residential.


The whole school has taken part in two art competitions. One based around the church, which allowed the children to spend a week studying the local area of Little Snoring. During this week, the older children met with an historian who explored the census with them. All of the classes got out and about the village during the week, counting cars and making observations about the different houses. The art work they created, from a visit to the church, was entered into a local competition, with one of our Year 4 pupils winning! The other competition was to create a life-sized piece of art work on the silhouette of a child.


The children will be visiting the Dinosaur Park, and attending the Royal Norfolk Show. Sports Day is planned for the second-half of the term and the whole school is also taking part in a sports competition with the three other schools we work in partnership with.  The Year 5 & 6 children will be putting together their yearly Shakespeare show to be performed to parents at the Leavers’ Assembly.                      Laura Newark

 Little Snoring Pre-school


Little Snoring Pre-school has again had a successful year in terms of the number of children attending.


The number of children attending the group has remained high and we have extended our opening hours to meet parental demand. There are 25 children on role for the summer term.


The majority of the families using the pre-school live in Little Snoring, but we also have families from Hindringham, Gt Ryburgh, Fakenham, Walsingham, Field Dalling, Wells, Holkham, Whissonset, and West Raynham.   Several of these have expressed an interest in sending their child to Little Snoring Primary school. 


We continue to build on the good relationships with local primary schools.  Sixteen of our children will be moving up into school in September and this year 12 will be going to Little Snoring Primary.  The other children will move onto Hindringham, Walsingham and Wells Primary Schools.  We are in the process of arranging Ready For School sessions for parents and children provided by Norfolk Community Learning Services.


	Plans for the future include:


We are still working to improve the outdoor area to enhance all children’s learning opportunities.  We are looking for grants and funding to lay a surface under the canopy to join up with our existing tarmac area.  One of the parents has built a large wooden sandpit with a canopy and we are awaiting a delivery of sand.  We have been awarded funding from the Co-op for £200 towards the project.  We have been donated two wooden playhouses by local residents.


The 30 hours of Childcare for Working Parents starts 1st September in Norfolk.   We are attending briefing sessions arranged by Norfolk County Council, to decide how we will offer this to eligible parents. 


We still need parents and also local people to become actively involved in the management committee of Little Snoring Pre-school and regular fundraising.  Please contact us for more details.

ST ANDREW’S CHURCH, (full report on website)


The PCC met four times during the year. There was one service per month on the first Sunday in the month alternating between Eucharist and Morning Prayer. The Bishop of Lynn preached at a Group Eucharist in October. Our churchwarden, Mr John Ross, sadly died in June. He had been churchwarden for many years and was a loyal and committed member who will be greatly missed.


During the year there were two baptisms, and two funerals followed by burial in the churchyard. There were visits to the church by groups from the Norfolk Churches Trust & St John the Baptist Church, Purley.


In common with many village parishes we struggle to pay our portion of the Benefice Share asked of us by the Diocese, as well as the day to day running expenses of our church. Thus fund raising events are an essential part of our income. In 2016 these included two Coffee Mornings at members’ homes and a Mince Pie & Coffee Morning in the Community Room. Without generous support from the local community we would be unable to ‘balance the books’.


Fund raising events planned for 2017 include the Flower Festival and Crafts on 14, 15 and 16 July in the church, and a cheese and wine evening in Thursford on 4 August. An amount from most fund- raising events is put in the Fabric Account from which major repairs to the church are met, usually with the help of grants from various sources.


In August 2017 the five-yearly inspection of the building will take place which will highlight any major work which the architect believes should be carried out within the next five years. There will also be an electrical safety inspection.                      Janet Harvey
