Little Snoring’s Public Access Defibrillator is located on the railings of the Primary School on Thursford Road NR21 0JN





In the case of an emergency dial 999 or 112. If the symptoms indicate cardiac arrest and there is a third person available, the operator will give you the code to open the defibrillator cabinet. You can then go to the cabinet on the railings at the Primary School, Thursford Road, open the cabinet and take the defibrillator to the patient. The defibrillator is designed to be used by anyone – it talks you through what needs to be done. Please return the defibrillator after use and contact the Clerk to the Parish Council on 01328 822366 or email � HYPERLINK "mailto:littlesnoringpc@googlemail.com" �littlesnoringpc@googlemail.com� so that replacement parts can be ordered.

100 Years of the RAF





The Royal Air Force is 100 years old in 2018 and there will be many events going on across the country. Norfolk is fortunate to hold such a rich history regarding airfields and the Royal Air Force. 





As part of the RAF 100 commemorations, 42F Kings Lynn Squadron Air Cadets – parented by Royal Air Force Marham was granted an award some months ago to research and promote the airfields of Norfolk – to Commemorate and Remember the 100 years in conjunction with Norfolk Airfields. Forty Airfields were chosen as the focus and research has been done over the last few months 





Cadets have been on visits to the Heritage Centre at RAF Marham to find out information, to obtain photographs and maps on each of the 40 fields that the project will focus on. The research that has been done will be used and incorporated into leaflets and history boards for each of the airfields. 





With the assistance of Openreach and Serco a model aircraft and history board will be decorated and erected close to each of the chosen airfields on a telegraph pole [at Jex Farm, Thursford Road] for the summer of 2018 making a Heritage Arts Trail. 





Local schools and/or local air cadet squadrons have been helping with the decorating of the aircraft model that will be situated at the airfields; in addition squadrons at RAF Marham have also been involved.
