MINUTES
Welcome

1. Apologies from J Buck, C Redford, A Talbot (Vice-Chair) and S Aquarone (County Councillor) were accepted.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest by Councillors in any of the agenda items listed below. None
3. Minutes of the previous Meetings (9 Sept) to be approved and signed as a true record.
4. Matters arising: Progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting. None.
5. The meeting was temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they may have and for District and County Councillors to report.
Tom FitzPatrick reported that District Council had had two successful prosecutions against companies not removing asbestos safely... He mentioned the grants available from the District Council Big Society, Arts and Culture, Community Transport Funds. 
The Chair re-opened the meeting
6. Highways: 
i. Items to report: fly-tipping on Thursford Road
ii. Parish Partnership Scheme whereby the County Council provides 50% of the cost for highway improvements. There was a discussion about whether to apply for a second SAM2 unit but it was decided not to do this at present as the total cost was in the region of £3,000. 
7. SAM2: Report from the bus shelter site monitoring traffic from Great Snoring between 9 September and 13 October: maximum speed of 55mph recorded at 10.25 am on 17 September. the 85th percentile speed was 34.1 mph and the average speed was 26.5 mph. Peak times were 8-9 am (between 25 and 30 vehicles) and 4- 5 pm (between 36 and 41 vehicles). The SAM2 unit was currently at London Patch monitoring traffic coming from Thursford.

11. Setting the Budget and Precept for 2020-21

ii. It was noted that there would no longer be a Local Council Tax Support Grant

iii. It was agreed that that there were unlikely to be any other calls on planned expenditure that were not already covered.
iv. It was agreed to set the precept for 2020-21 at £9,100 (the same as last year). 
v. The required form for the District Council was completed and signed.
12. Presentation of the village and reports
i. Health and Safety: 
a. Report (assets around the village and playground): all in order.
b. Annual Play Ground inspection: recommended repairs to be carried out by Mr Cleverly:
c. It was agreed not to take up the offer from NNDC to take on the responsibility of maintaining the springer and the post and rail fence between The Croft and the Playing Field.
d. Notice boards: 
1. The one on Holt Road needs replacement Perspex. The Perspex has been cleaned. It was decided that this was sufficient for the time being...
2. The one on Thursford Road needs to be moved and have new legs / footings
e. Village Sign: it was agreed to take up the quote from Brian Ashby (approx £100) to repaint the village sign.
ii. Planting around the village e.g. London Patch, the green at The Croft
a. 335 bulbs, daffodil and tulip bulbs – planted. (Wildflower areas put on hold).
b. Tree saplings (from the Woodland Trust) to be planted around the playing field.
13. Community Room
i. Maintenance: 
a. The light on corner of building has been replaced and the interior one repaired.
b. To seek quotes for sound absorbent insulation and repairs to roof.
ii. Cuppa in the Community: on third Monday in the month at 2 – 4 pm
iii. Fundraising: MacMillan Coffee Morning on Friday 27 September raised £300
iv. Art and Crafts in the Community Room: 
a. Drawing classes with Glyn Rand new series starting in September – two alternating groups – black and white ‘beginners’ and coloured pencil for ‘advanced’. It was reported that participants were keen to continue so further classes would be arrange for 2020.
b. Photography workshop: a notice was put in the newsletter requesting people to contact Andy Talbot if there were interested in this group.
