Welcome

1. Apologies J Buck, S Harvey, (C Redford) were accepted.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest by Councillors in any of the agenda items listed below. None.
3. Minutes of the previous Meetings (11 May) were approved to be signed at a later date.
4. The meeting will be temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they may have and for District and County Councillors to report. No members of the public present. Reports from District and County Councillors circulated via email
5. Financial Business
i. Balances on bank statements at 29 June 2020: Savings ac £12,727.23; Current ac £3,419.12
ii. Receipts since the previous statement: recycling credits (glass) £60.36; Precept£4,550; interest £3.46; HMRC Vat refund £1,146.71.

6. Good Neighbours 0333 335 5242
i. With five volunteers (Catherine has gone back to work but has given her personal telephone number to one resident to stay in contact). Between 2 May and 5 July there were 15 calls from five different numbers (all but two answered by one volunteer – thank you to Andy and Linda for picking up the calls so quickly.)
ii. It was agreed to keep the Good Neighbours number as it might be needed later in the year.
7. Highways: 
i. It was reported that a car is often parked on the pavement (blocking the way for pedestrians) on Kettlestone Road. It was noted that this is a police matter.
8. SAM2: Report: 
i. The unit was currently on Holt Road. It was noted that there might be a problem with the battery. It was recommended to contact Westcotec the suppliers. 

ii. It was noted that residents from Manor Close had requested that the unit go back to The Street near the bus shelter.
9. Planning 
i. Applications received: 
a. PF/20/0755: Erection of garages to front to serve nos. 5 and 6 Thursford Road (part retrospective) at 5 & 6 Thursford Road. Link circulated. Response submitted 18 June: no objection to this application, although it was noted that the design and materials are not visually appealing.
ii. Decisions made by NNDC
a. PF/20/0755: Erection of garages to front to serve nos. 5 and 6 Thursford Road (part retrospective) at 5 & 6 Thursford Road. REFUSED.
10. Presentation of the village and reports
i. Health and Safety: 
a. Report (assets around the village)

1. It was noted that there are quite a lot of holes on the playing field (from rabbits and moles). It was suggested that these could be filled with the extra top soil which was on the field margin beyond the car park (behind the newly planted saplings). Liz would ask her husband to have a go. The Clerk would put up the warning signs again.
2. It was noted that the grass verge opposite the entrance to Stevens Road was looking rather untidy. It was decided that the Chair would approach the owners of the adjacent property to see if it could be planted up with wildflowers to make it look better.

3. It was reported that the plants on the verge at the junction of Kettlestone Road / Thursford Road were so tall that it was obstructing the view of car drivers turning towards the airfield. The Clerk was asked to contact the owner of the field and request that the weeds were topped.

b. Annual Inspection of playing field report: the clerk was asked to order a sign from Steward Safety Supplies (Warning notice for ball wall and basket ball ring) and get a quote for repairs from Play Maintain Ltd as per the recommendations:
1. Bench: secure loose fixings, treat any rusting components and repaint (p17, 18)
2. Basket swing: remove redundant screws, replace worn chains (p22)
3. Sweeping See-Saw: replace damaged seat, treat rusting components and repaint, remove pins from impacted area (p24, 26)
4. Metal Climbing Frame: tighten loose fixings, replace missing / damaged bolt cap covers, replace bolt (p27, 28)
5. Trim trail: replace missing / damaged bolt cap covers, replace / repair all timbers affected with rot, treat rusting components and repaint (p32, 33, 34)
6. Wooden climbing frame: treat rusting components and repaint, clean and treat surfaces,   remove and replace timber sections affected by rot (p34, 36, 39)
c. Trees on playing field overhanging gardens on The Croft and Cushing Drive: to consider top-lifting following a request from residents. It was agreed to get quotes from tree surgeons to carry out the necessary work.
d. It was agreed that a wild flower area on the playing field was a good idea. The Chair would make arrangements to meet up with Natural Gardens to discuss how this could be implemented.
11. Community Room
i. Maintenance: Award from NNDC Big Society Fund of £2,000 towards: Roof (completed 2 May by A Keeble Roofing £1,750). Sound absorption insulation TBA with APS including installation £1,975 (plus £395 VAT). The Clerk was asked to make arrangements with APS to install the sound absorption insulation.
12. Correspondence: circulated as usual.
