Meeting of the Parish Council on Monday 14 September 2020 at 7.30 pm via Zoom 
(in accordance with the Coronavirus Act 2020)
MINUTES
Welcome

1. Apologies from J Buck and M Kennedy (Chair) (both were unable to connect) were accepted.
2. Declarations of pecuniary interest by Councillors in any of the agenda items listed below. None.
3. Minutes of the previous Meetings (3 August - rescheduled from 13 July which was not quorate) were approved for signing at a later date.
4. The meeting was temporarily closed for Parishioners to express any concerns they may have and for District and County Councillors to report (full reports were circulated via email).
i. NCCllr S Aquarone: provided updates on his monthly report. He reported that the Covid-19 status for concern was now under control as the outbreak at the Banham Poultry works was contained. North Norfolk had the second lowest infection rate in the country which was partly due to demography but also due to good compliance with rules and guidance. He mentioned that Norfolk was probably quite low on the list for proposals for devolution / unitary authorities. He asked if the sided out of the path at the crossing opposite Crossways had been completed satisfactorily and mentioned that the new parking restriction on Kettlestone by the new development at Woodsplace was now on track again. 
ii. NNDCllr T FitzPatrick concurred with the County Councillor’s assessment of the Covid situation and noted that the District Council had been working with the market and coastal towns to put social distancing and hand sanitizing measures in place as well as providing support for businesses. The District Council continued to work on the new Local Plan and was keeping a watch on the Planning White Paper. He noted the Devolution was the great unknown and we would wait and see how things progressed. The Big Society Fund had been changed to a new Sustainable Communities Fund and any group interested should contact the officer in charge to discuss in the first instance (forms and information available on the website). The District Council has been using a new system to canvas for the electoral roll.
The Vice-Chair re-opened the meeting
5. Highways: 
i. Items to report: none.
ii. It was noted that no action had been taken or response received following a letter that was sent to the owner of the field requesting that the tall weeds on the corner of Kettlestone Road (opposite London Patch) could be cut back. It was decided to leave as the weeds would be dying back soon.
iii. Kettlestone Road parking:

a. Parking in the pavement – to consider what action if any the Parish Council could take.

b. A resident from Hares Close has raised the issue for cars parking on Kettlestone Road diagonally opposite the junction which means that cars are driving on the wrong side of the road at the junction. The police have been informed. They suggested that the parish council could also do something. 
c. It was decided to deliver a note to households on Kettlestone Road highlighting the problems and asking them to have consideration for pedestrians and them to comply with the Highway Code to make the road and pavements safe for all users. The County Councillor said that he would see if he could do anything when he was next in the area on foot.
6. Verge cutting

i. It was confirmed the addition of the grass verge (opposite Steven’s Road) to be included in the grass cutting schedule at a cost of £6.50 per cut.

7. SAM2: Report
i. The unit had been on Holt Road between 3 July and 4 September recording traffic going towards Holt. The total vehicle count for the period was 324,000 (similar to the number recorded in the 3 summer months June to Sept last year). The average number of cars on Mondays and Tuesday and Saturdays was 25,000; Wednesdays and Fridays had 26,000, Thursdays was the busiest day with 27,000; while Sundays was the quietest with 22,000 (going towards Holt). The 7 day average count is 6,240 vehicles with 53% recorded as just over the speed limit of 40mph. The 85% speed was 42 mph (by 275,000 vehicles). The fastest speed recorded was 100mph at 6am on 15 August. The morning peak was between 10 and 11 am with an average of 545 vehicles; the afternoon peak was between 12 and 1 pm with and average of 626 vehicles.
ii. The unit was now on The Street monitoring traffic coming into the village from Great Snoring.

2. Tree maintenance cherry tree overhanging gardens on The Croft and Cushing Drive: to consider top-lifting following a request from residents. To consider the following quotes:
i. Norfolk Tree Services Ltd: total of £580 to remove (including chipping and removal of waste, does not include root removal or treatment): (logs available for collection, chippings can be distributed if required)
a. Cherry tree (due to risk and target factors)
b. Horse Chestnut on corner near campsite (structurally compromised)
c. Silver Birch in hedge (leaning – will allow adjacent Rowan to grown)
ii. Alec Crisp: (all prices include VAT, labour, machinery and waste disposal as required).
a. Cherry tree £325 (crown lift and reduce back to pruning points – removing up to 25% of total size) 
b. Cherry tree £495 (removal and stump ground out)
c. Silver Birch £120 (remove top to pruning points, reduce size to 25%)
d. Apple tree £175 (heavily prune and readjust weight following snapped branch in recent high winds).
